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 First, the human heart is just as wicked and unchanging as ever before.  Second, the gospel is the same and the Holy Spirit is abundantly able to convict and convince man of sin.  The gospel and Church are like our Saviour, the “Root out of dry ground.”  The gospel is sown and grows in the rock garden of stony hearts and many obstinate boulders.  The word of God takes root despite these difficult conditions.  Therefore, So mightily grew the word of God and prevailed.
But let us not be unwise.  Seed that is not planted cannot grow.  Seed never sown can never be reaped.  A harvest is the result of much prayer and labour. 

Acts 19:10  And this continued by the space of two years; so that all they which dwelt in Asia heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks. 

By the end of Acts chapter 20, it took all of two years to plant the church in Ephesus.   Revival came and souls were saved, but not without opposition.

But when divers were hardened, and believed not, but spake evil of that way before the multitude, he departed from them, and separated the disciples, disputing daily in the school of one Tyrannus (v. 9). 

Revival cannot come without the sowing (preaching & witnessing) of the Word.  Revival will not come without persecution and opposition by the devil.  Revival will not come without genuine old-fashioned Bible repentance.  Acts 19:18 And many that believed came, and confessed, and shewed their deeds.  This seems like the old-fashioned type altar call our churches once knew.  
Another sure sign of revival is that there was a clear distinction between the unsaved and the saved.  Revival came when the saved, “departed from them and separated”.  Expect opposition and resistance, because men will harden their hearts.  Satan does not want us to think our soul-winning and outreach has any impact, but hopes we will become discouraged and just quite.  However, please keep this in mind.  Scripture shows us that the unsaved felt the impact of this witnessing church.

And this was known to all the Jews and Greeks also dwelling at Ephesus; and fear fell on them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified.  So mightily grew the word of God and prevailed (Acts 19:17,20).
