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They have said, Come, and let us cut them off from being a nation; that the name of Israel may be no more in remembrance. Psalm 83:4
Is there a solution to the Israeli and Arab Middle East conflict?  In 1947, the State Department urged President Harry Truman to vote against the birth of the nation of Israel at the UN headquarters in New York.  But knowing the scriptures, he ignored that diplomatic advice.  

America has brokered the Camp David peace accords, the Madrid Conference, and in 1993, the Oslo peace accords, a “land for peace” compromise.  All has failed, and while America, because of it’s backing of Israel, was attacked by al-Qaida operatives, it seems the nations of the world are still in the midst of a global conflict.  These Muslim nations have been funded and armed by the super-powers, each having a stake in the conflict.

The White House has launched, what is called, “The Road Map to Peace.”  But I am afraid it is doomed.  The plan calls for a permanent two-state solution.  There will never be a democratic and free Palestinian state.  For one thing, the Arabs may speak of reducing Israel to its former pre-1967 boarders, but what they really want is the annihilation of Israel.  The Oslo Accords insisted that Israel surrender her land and divide Jerusalem into two capitals, but this will never work.  
However, Ezekiel the prophet does allude to a divided Temple Mount with a partition between the Muslim Mosque, Aqsa Mosque (also called Dome of the Rock) and the new Jewish Temple.  Ezek. 42:20 He measured it by the four sides: it had a wall round about, five hundred reeds long, and five hundred broad, to make a separation between the sanctuary and the profane place.
I believe the Dome of the Rock is that “profane place” and is situated on the place called the court of the Gentiles.  Both Ezekiel (ch.40) and the Apostle John (Rev. 11:2) are instructed not to measure or include the outer court of the Gentiles when measuring the third temple. The Antichrist will make a treaty with Israel for seven years (Dan. 9:27) to rebuild the temple, leaving the Dome of the Rock intact with a wall of partition between the two temples. 
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 It seems everyone has some claim to this land.  The Christians, Rome (Vatican), the Muslims and the Jews all lay claim to Jerusalem.  A secular world cannot comprehend why there is such contention over this so-called holy site.  Some folks realize that these four major world religions trace their roots back to Abraham.  All have made their claims on this very small piece of real estate. 
But the Christian knows this place is special to God.  Therefore the devil is going to cause contention.  For one thing, the Antichrist will sit in the temple, deceive the Jews and demand to be worshipped as god.  But God has already claimed this place from which He will rule the world in His millennial Kingdom.  2Chron. 6:5-6 Since the day that I brought forth my people out of the land of Egypt I chose no city among all the tribes of Israel to build an house in, that my name might be there; neither chose I any man to be a ruler over my people Israel:  6  But I have chosen Jerusalem, that my name might be there; and have chosen David to be over my people Israel.
So, just how far are we from a peaceful solution?  If the bombing of our twin towers and the loss of over 3,000 precious American lives is not a wakeup call to what is about to come, I’m afraid America will continue to ignore the signs of the times and perish.  Jesus never promised world peace, but rather His gospel will bring a sword of division.  God’s true church will not join the one world church, the one world order, or compromise the Word of God.  So, how is the world doing with the peace initiatives?  
First, there are the Shiite Muslim fanatics of Iran who control the Hezbollah.  They are, even as we speak, at the brink of developing nuclear weapons with the help of Russia.  Second, there is the Islamist-facists like al-Qaida, and they control Syria and prior to the U.S. invasion, controlled Iraq.  They are viciously anti-American, anti-Christian and anti-Jewish.  Third, there is the Whahabi brand of the Sunni, and they are supported by the Saudi Arabian ruling families, the House of Saud. 

Daniel chapter 11 speaks of the wars of the Arab nations during the tribulation period, nations rising against nations.  In Zechariah, the Lord warns us that Jerusalem will be like a cup of trembling and a burdensome stone for all people (global) (Zech. 12:2,3).  Those nations that attempt to force Israel to concede land for peace or to surrender Jerusalem, even half of it, God says, He will cut in pieces. The storm clouds are gathering on the horizon and the tribulation is about to begin.  There can be no peace until the Prince of Peace rules in their hearts.
